METODOLOSKA OBJASNJENJA

Izvori i metode prikupljanja podataka

Na osnovi odredbe ¢lanka 97., alineje 1. Ustava Republike Hrvatske te
¢lanaka 5., 6. i 68., stavka 2. Zakona o izborima zastupnika u Hrvatski sabor
(NN, br. 111/99., 109/00., 53/03., 44/06. i 19/07.), predsjednik Republike
Hrvatske donio je Odluku o raspisivanju izbora za zastupnike u Hrvatski
sabor.

Na birackim mjestima U Republici Hrvatskoj izbori su odrZani 25. studenoga
2007., a na birackim mjestima u diplomatsko-konzularnim predstavniStvima
Republike Hrvatske izbori su odrZani 24. i 25. studenoga 2007.

Prema Zakonu o izborima zastupnika u Hrvatski sabor, 140 zastupnika bira se
tako da se podruje Republike Hrvatske podijeli na deset izbornih jedinica te
se u svakoj izbornoj jedinici, na osnovi stranackih ili neovisnih lista, bira po 14
zastupnika razmjernim sustavom (prema uspjehu pojedine liste). Pravo na
sudjelovanije u diobi zastupnickih mjesta u izbornoj jedinici imaju liste koje na
izborima dobiju najmanje 5% vaZecih glasova biraca. U zasebnoj XI. izbornoj
jedinici (biraci imaju prebivalidte izvan Republike Hrvatske) izabrano je 5
zastupnika (nefiksna kvota). U zasebnoj XII. izbornoj jedinici biraéi pripadnici
nacionalnih manjina izabrali su vec¢inskim sustavom 8 zastupnika.

Podaci o izboru zastupnika Hrvatskog sabora i podaci o izboru predsjednika
Republike Hrvatske uzeti su iz sluzbenih rezultata koje je utvrdilo i objavilo
DrZavno izborno povjerenstvo Republike Hrvatske.

Vlada Republike Hrvatske donijela je Odluku o raspisivanju izbora za
predsjednika Republike Hrvatske (NN, br. 168/04.). U prvome izbornom
krugu, odrzanome 2. sije€nja 2005., nijedan od 13 kandidata nije osvojio
natpoloviénu vecinu glasova hira¢a. U drugome izbornom krugu, odrZzanome
16. sijecnja 2005., sudjelovala su 2 kandidata s najve¢im brojem osvojenih
glasova u prvome izbornom krugu: Stjepan Mesi¢ i Jadranka Kosor. Za
predsjednika Republike Hrvatske na razdoblje od 5 godina izabran je Stjepan
Mesi¢ sa 65,93% glasova.

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Data and methods of data collection

In accordance with the provisions of Article 97, Indent 1 of the Constitution of
the Republic of Croatia, and Articles 5, 6, 68, Paragraph 2 of the Act on
Election of Representatives to the Croatian National Parliament (NN, No.
111/99, 109/00, 53/03, 44/06 and 19/07) the President of the Republic of
Croatia took the Decision on Election of Representatives to the Croatian
Parliament.

The elections were held at polling places on 25 November 2007, and on
24 and 25 November 2007 in embassies and consulates of the Republic of
Croatia.

Pursuant to the Act on Election of Representatives to the Croatian Parliament, the
territory of the Republic of Croatia is divided in ten electoral units. Each unit elects
14 representatives from party lists and independent lists on the basis of
proportional system (according to the success of each individual list). Lists that win
at least 5% of valid votes get the right of participation in the distribution of seats in
the electoral unit. In the separate 11t unit (voters residing outside the Republic of
Croatia), 5 representatives have been elected (non-fixed quota). In the separate
12t electoral unit, ethnic minority members have elected 8 representatives on the
basis of plurality system.

Data on election of representatives to the Croatian Parliament and data on
elections for the President of the Republic of Croatia were obtained from the
official results of the National Electoral Committee of the Republic of Croatia.

The Government of the Republic of Croatia made the Decision on Elections for
the President of the Republic of Croatia (NN, No. 168/04). In the first round of
elections, held on 2 January 2005, none of 13 candidates gained a majority
vote. In the second round, held on 16 January 2005, there were 2 candidates
with the largest number of votes gained in the first round: Stjepan Mesi¢ and
Jadranka Kosor. Stjepan Mesi¢ was elected the President of the Republic of
Croatia for the period of 5 years by gaining 65.93% of votes.
