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PRESS RELEASE

On the publication of the first estimate of the quarterly gross domestic product
for the second quarter of 2016

In this press release, the Croatian Bureau of Statistics publishes the first estimate of the quarterly
gross domestic product (GDP) for the second quarter of 2016.

The first estimate shows that the quarterly GDP in real terms increased by 2.8% in the second
quarter of 2016, as compared to the same quarter of 2015.

The seasonally adjusted quarterly GDP increased by 0.6% compared to the previous quarter and
increased by 2.0% compared to the same quarter of 2015.

The largest positive contribution to the GDP volume change in the second quarter of 2016 was
realised in the increase of the exports of goods and services.

The contribution of domestic demand to the realised GDP volume change was positive. Among
the components of the domestic demand, the largest contribution to the increase in the volume
was realised in the households final consumption expenditure.

The contribution of net foreign demand was negative.

Table 3 shows the real growth rates of the quarterly gross value added (GVA) according to the
NKD 2007 economic activities.

The first estimate shows that the quarterly GVA increased in real terms by 2.5% in the second

guarter of 2016, as compared to the same quarter of 2015, based on non-seasonally adjusted
data.

Manufacturing.
